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Introduction

The purpose of the Ontarians with Disabilities Act, 2001 (ODA) is to improve
opportunities for people with disabilities and to provide for the involvement in the
identification, removal and prevention of barriers to their full participation.

The enclosed document is a target update to the Township of South Stormont
2003 Accessibility Plan. The original plan included details from an operational,
architectural and physical review of each Department.

This update includes the targets set for 2012, the status of each target and
completion goals. Also included is a summary of all barriers identified within the
Township of South Stormont.

The Township of South Stormont recognizes that a number of barriers can exist.
Anything that prevents a person with a disability from fully participating in all
aspects of society because of his or her disability, including a physical barrier, an
architectural barrier, and information or communication barrier or a policy obstacle
are considered barriers.

Considerations for disabilities which include physical, hearing, speech, vision,

smell, taste, touch; intellectual, mental health and learning have been considered
by the Township of South Stormont in establishing targets for 2012.

Accessibility Plan Update



Township of South Stormont Accessibility Plan Update

Summarized as follows:

The Township of South Stormont Accessibility Plan was revised based on
recommendations from staff and the SDG Accessibility Committee. The present
plan includes a summary of the original plan and subsequent updates.

Accomplishments made in 2011 include:

An understanding has been established to allow the Clerk, or designate, to
utilize the Corporate Seal off site in specific circumstances.

A Fire Safety Plan for the new Town Hall has been completed.

Reporting for the 2010 Municipal Election advising of the Township’s
achievements with regards to providing an accessible election is complete.
Accessibility requirements under the ODA were provided to Council as part of
(new) Council orientation.

Renovations at Long Sault wading pool location have been completed. The
washrooms are now accessible to the public as well as swimmers.

The Parks and Recreation Department has undertaken a review of potential
areas of improvement with regards to providing programming avenues for
persons with disabilities. For example, efforts have been made to
accommodate seniors group at specific locations and alternate
accommodations have been made for a child who requires the aid of a
wheelchair to attend special events.

Renovations are underway and anticipated for completion prior to year end
at Station No. 3 Newington. The renovations include a new accessible
washroom and complete re design of the publically accessible area.

Targets for 2012 include:

A review of staff training opportunities, both in house and externally will be
undertaken.

A review of the Township website and potential capabilities has been
conducted. Additional consideration with regards to interactivity will take
place as part of future budget deliberations.

Design and research will continue to apply for funding through available
sources. In particular, research and design are targeted for the St. Andrews
Pool facility.

Township taxi cab licensing requirements will be reviewed and amended
pursuant to new legislation.

A master fire plan review is scheduled; this will assist with scheduling future
firehall renovation plans, save and except Station No. 2.

A review of accessibility requirements with regards to ensuring the
Township’s Emergency Plan is available in appropriate formats.
Consideration will be made with regards to the creation of a Vulnerable
Persons Registry.

Additional review will be conducted with regards to street and park furniture.
