Campground Rules
In order that everyone can enjoy Farran Park
and to ensure that your camping activities do
not disrupt the activities of others, the
following campground rules must be observed:

• For the enjoyment of campers and park visitors, all
reasonable noise must remain at an acceptable level
at all times, however must end at 11:00 p.m.

• Alcoholic beverages may only be consumed in the
permit holder's camping unit and on his / her
assigned site.

• The Township of South Stormont and Farran Park will
not assume responsibility for the property of campers,
camp visitors, or day use visitors.

• All pets must be leashed, tied up or caged and under
physical control at all times. Pet owners are also
responsible for cleaning up after their pets.

• Please be considerate of neighbouring campers. The
permit holder shall ensure that any actions taken by
themselves or others using the site will not obstruct,
interrupt, or interfere with the quiet, peaceful use and
enjoyment of the park.

• Children regularly play in our campgrounds. Please
use caution when driving your vehicle or moving your
camping unit. The speed limit is 10 km/hr.

About your stay with us:

• Campsites are available on a first come first serve
basis. Check out time is 2:00 p.m. Please respect the
check out time and the next incoming camper.

• An individual must be 19 years of age and over to
receive a camping permit.

• Each campsite allows up to 6 persons, one camping
trailer and a maximum of 2 vehicles. However, there
is a $2.00 per day fee for the second vehicle.

• Campsite visitors are welcome in the park up to 11:00
p.m. A day use pass is required.

• To maintain the peacefulness of the Park unlicensed
motorized vehicles are not permitted.

• Each campsite is assigned one picnic table.

• Utility service is available on serviced lots only.

• Only non-seasonal waterfront sites may be occupied
for up to a two week period.

Campground safety is everyone’s responsibility:

• Reasonably sized campfires with clean cut wood may
be enjoyed. Please use caution and safety in the
designated fire pit on each site.

• Broken glass can be dangerous to visitors, staff, pets
and wildlife. Whenever possible, please use plastic
containers or cans. Letʼs all do our part to keep the
park safe and clean.

• Campers and visitors are welcome to use the Farran
Park beach and playground facilities. Please be
reminded that the beach is unsupervised, therefore,
use at your own risk.

• The boat launch and/or the dock areas are available
for campers to launch their boats. In order to ensure
campers safety, swimming and fishing are not
permitted in these locations.

Clean campgrounds are fun to visit:

• We work to keep our park clean; your cooperation in
keeping the campsite clean during your visit and
upon departure is appreciated.

• Please place all garbage and recycling in convenient
designated locations.

• Properly dispose of wastewater in the receptacles or
sewer drains provided. Disposal of wastewater on
open ground is not permitted.

• Please do not strip bark from trees or otherwise injure
them. Trees are damaged when the bark is stripped,
tarps are tied or fastened, or when nails are driven
into them.

• Please respect park property and equipment. In the
event that vandalism is identified, an investigation will
be conducted and the permit holder will be held
responsible for the expenses; repairs will be invoiced
as such.

Failure to abide by such guidelines may
result in eviction from the park and/or

denial of future use of the park.
